The��Dept.��of��Natural��Resources,��in��2006,��issued��General��Discharge��permits��to��owners��and��operators��of��
municipal��separate��storm��sewer��systems��or��MS4’s.����The��City��of��Mosinee��holds��a��general��permit��and��is��
required��to��comply��with��the��provisions��of��that��permit.����In��2006��the��City,��with��the��assistance��of��AECOM,��
applied��for��and��received��a��Stormwater��Management��Planning��Grant��from��the��DNR.����Grant��funds��were��
used��to��map��the��storm��water��collection��system��and��computer��model��the��system��to��determine��if��we��
could��meet��the��suspended��solids��discharge��limits��that��were��listed��in��the��permit.����The��DNR��is��offering��
another��round��of��planning��grants��for��stormwater��water��management.����Grant��funds��can��be��used��for��a��
